This is an exciting and important whole year group event because nationally reading for pleasure has
been shown to decrease during the teenage years at a time when young people’s mental health and
wellbeing could really benefit from reading:

“children aged 5 to 8 (66.5%) and those aged 8 to 11 (51.9%), those aged 11 to 14 (30.7%), those aged 14
to 16 (29.7%) and those aged 16 to 18 (40.0%) said they enjoyed reading in their spare time.” - National
Literacy Trust: Children and young people’s reading in 2024.
