Yr 10 Trip to Silverstone Interactive Museum

We are very excited to be able to offer students in Year 10 a chance to visit Silverstone Interactive Museum.
Silverstone interactive museum offers an interactive and engaging look at everything to do with Silverstone
and British motor sport.

Pupils will be given the opportunity to explore the large exhibition which takes them through the past,
present and future of Silverstone and British motor sport. There are many interactive displays-favourites
include the bomber trainer simulations and pit gun challenge. There are photo opportunities, including a
replica grand prix car. Pupils will learn about the engineering and technology that has changed the world of
motor sports in a 45-minute STEM workshop.
